POWER SHOE FOR WOMEN SAFETY 



 

 

This project makes use of GPS,GSM module,a shoke circuit and camera,that are interfaced with 

raspberry Pi board and Arduino.Women facing any troubles or in any kind of danger, can immediately 

make use of this device, embedded in their shoe to escape from the dangerous situation and even harm the 

attacker. C programming code related to "Power Shoe for Women Safety." However, "Power Shoe" is not 

something typically associated with programming directly. It might be a product concept related to 

women’s safety, such as shoes with built-in sensors for alerting people to danger or providing some safety 

features (e.g., a panic button, fall detection, or GPS location tracking). 

 

for an embedded system, to model safety-related features in shoes, here’s a simple concept: 

monitoring the shoe's status (e.g., fall detection) and outputting a safety message if it detects that 

something went wrong. 

CODE: 

To incorporate a shock sensor into the code, we'll assume that a shock sensor would give a value 

(like a "shock level") which we can check, similar to how the acceleration values are checked. We'll add a 

shock threshold value, and if the shock level exceeds a certain threshold, we'll trigger the fall detection as 

well. This will simulate a more realistic scenario where not just acceleration but also a sudden shock might 

indicate a fall. 

We'll also simulate the shock sensor input alongside the acceleration values.
